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Quarterly Statement of Production, Development and Exploration

CURRAGH

Production

Overburden removal for the quarter ended 31 March 2016 was 12.1 per cent higher than the previous
quarter, driven by the start-up of additional overburden removal equipment during the quarter.

Coal production for the quarter was 1,837,000 tonnes (comprising 1,191,000 tonnes of metallurgical coal
and 646,000 tonnes of steaming coal), 25.5 per cent lower than the previous quarter. Metallurgical coal
production was 26.3 per cent lower than the previous quarter and steaming coal production was

24.0 per cent lower than the previous quarter.

Significantly lower coal production was a consequence of a number of significant wet weather events that
restricted operations at the mine, with in excess of 500 mm of rainfall received in the quarter. As a result,

force majeure was declared for the period 4 February through to 1 March 2016 under contracts with
affected customers and suppliers.

For the 12 months to 31 March 2016, metallurgical coal production decreased by 18.3 per cent to
7,486,000 tonnes and steaming coal production decreased by 1.0 per cent to 3,259,000 tonnes.
